A Boxing Champion 

NEWS received by air mail reports that 
Abraham Luntz, the well-known South 

African Jewish boxing champion, has just 
won the heavv-weight championship in the 
Christy Competition, for the second year in 
succes:sion. This crowns a particularly bril­
liant run of victories scored by Luntz with­
in the last few weeks. Luntz, who is study­
ing at Liverpool University, won the heavy­
weight championship of the Universities and 
Hospitals of the British Isles about n fort­
night ago. Only a couple o.f week~ pre­
viously he scored another trmmph m the 
tournament of the Universities of the North 
of England, when he won the heavy-weight 
championship. This brings no less than 13 
championships to the credit of Luntz in t~e 
sp~.ce of just over a year-surely a bril­
liant record for any boxer! 

It is common knowledge that Luntz was 
invited to participate in the forthcoming 
Olympics in Berlin, but flatly refused to 
have any connection with any sports meet­
ing taking place in Nazi Germany. 

Luntz is spending his forthcoming vaca­
tion with his family in South Africa, and 
friends and admirers will look forward to 
seeing this brilliant fighter here again.
