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POLISH ZIONISTS ORGANISE I COLONIAL OFFICE REPLIES THE REBELLION IN 

SPANISH MOROCCO PROTEST 

Against Arab Terrorism 
Warsaw, August 19th. 

THE Zionist Co-ordination Committee, re­
presenting all Zionist parties and in­

stitutions in Poland, has deoided to launch 
an extensive campaign of pro~est against 
the terror in Palestine and against the at­
titude of the British Government. 

A delegation of all the Zionist parties, 
as well as of Jewish social organisations, 
the Warsaw Jewish Community and the 
Rabbinate is to wait upon the British Am­
bassador in Warsaw. A protest mass de­
monstration is also to be organised and 
the demonstrators will carry slogans 
against the terror in Palestine and against 
the threat to Jewish immigration. It has 
also been decided to launch a fund for the 
victims of the disturbances. 

The Revisionist Organisation and all its 
affiliated bodies are organising independent 
demonstrations.

ZIONIST Labour organisations in America 
..J are conducting a successful fight 

against the Jewish Communists who are jus­
tifying the Arab terror in Palestine, a re­
port submitted to the world conference of 
the Poalei-Zion-Hitachduth here states. 

The conference is attended by 50 dele­
gates. The American de~ega_tes ~tated t~at 
the Zionist Labour orgamsat10ns m America 
and their affiliated organisations numbered 
about 20,000 members including 5,000 
women. The Polish delegates reported that 
in Poland the Poale Zion Party and its as­
sociated organisations number 120,000 mem­
bers. Heports were also heard from dele­
gates from the Argentine, France, En~land, 

ustria, Roumania and Cz cho-Slovakia. 
The conference was opene<l by Mr. Berl 

Locker and is expected to conclude on 
Friday. 

Mr. Ben Gurion, chairman of the ,JPwisll 
Agency Executive, who was expected at the 
conference, did not arrive. It was announced 
that he did not come because of certain de­
velopments which detained him in London.

to-clay at the age of 15. 
Kantorowitch was born in a Jewish town­

ship in the province of Minsk in 1891 and 
settled in the United States in 1907. He 
translated into Yiddish a la1·ge number of 
Socialist tracts.

The 
Jewich community of 1,500 is centred in 
Lima and Coloa. 

"CLEANSING" GERMAN 
ART 

To Dispose of 'Klorks of Jewish 
Artists 

Paris, August 19th. 
THE cleansing of German art galleries of 

"non-Aryan" works is the next step 
contemplaLed by the Nazi authorities, it is 
learnt here to-day. 

German mu. eum dire ·tors and local art 
gallc1y Huperintcnd nts, cspeciallv from 
Dresden, it is stated, have approacl1ed Jew­
ish art eollectors outside Germany with a 
request to buy the works of Jewish artistA 
and authors which are at present the pro­
perty of German Art Galleries. The offer 
is explained by the fact that the German 
art galleries intend in future to judge their 
collections according- to the Nazi racial con­
ceptions and that to prevent the destruc­
tion of these works of art, the directors of 
the German $alleries would like to offer 
them for sale to J wish art collectors. 

FAMOUS MUSIC HALL 
ARTIST PASSES 

Paris, August 20th. 

THE famou~ French-Jewish operetta awl 
music hall artist, M. Ren ::! Koval, died 

here a t the age of 50. 

Born in France of a Jewish immigrant 
family hailing from Hungary, Rene Koval 
created a genre of his own in the lighter 
theatrical repertoire. His funeral took place 
to-day at the Pere-Lachaise cemetery. 
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
