FOR JOHANNESBURG

Art lovers of Johannesburg will
shortly have an opportunity of seeing
a most interesting exhibition of re-
markable etchings by Joseph Hecht,
a famous Jewish artist, who resides
in Paris.

Joseph Hecht is one of the few
young Jewish artists of international
reputation, his etchings and paintings
are comparable with the contempor-
ary masters like Degas, Cezanne and
Matisse.

In the Brahm’s Symphony, with i
vigorousness and vitality, its
terns of melodlc dellcacy, and
swiftness and sweep of the fi
movement, the orchestra had a
which taxed their powers to the
most.

His Cain and Abel, and Adam and
Eve have swept the board of many ex-
hibitions, and special note has been
given to his copper plate of “March
Funébre,” Beethoven’s composition
in memory of Napoleon. His “Con-
summatum Est” shows the artist’s
perfect knowledge of human anta-
tomy, while his “I’Arche de Noé”
(Noah’s Ark), a series of six etch-
ings with a “text of French and He-
brew of the Bible,” Genesis Cap. VI,
VIL., VIII.,, and IX., with a preface
by the Jewish French art critic, Gus-
tave Kahn, all printed on hand made
paper especially prepared under the
personal supervision of Gaspard
