The Novachord Heard m 

Johannesburg 

The first public performance in 
South Africa on a most versatile 
musical instrument took place on

Came." The performer was Dean 
Herrick and the instrument the 
Novachord- an invention by L~,urens 
Hammond, brought to this coun­
try by the 'well-known music house of 
l\''" E: ssrs. Polliacks and Mackays, who 
,,.ill be the sole agents for this in­
sLl ument in the Union. 

The new instrument resembles 
somewhat a spinet piano with a key­
board of the traditional type; other­
wise it is very much different from 
any other musical instrument in exis-

. tence. It possesses no strings, ham­
mers, reels or pipes, yet solely by 
the means nf thermionic valve<; it 
has a number of really delight­
ful tone qualities, reminiscent of a 
whole range of musical instruments. 

l\lr. Herrick was able to demon­
strate the ease of handling th1s new 
instrument. As a matter of fact, the 
Novachord can be mastered in a few 
nt0rnents by anyone who has a k:r:ow­
ledge of piano playing. At present 
there are only two N ovachords in 
South Africa, one in Johannesburg 
and the other in Cape Town, but it 
is likely that many more of these 
in:'>truments will' be needed in this 
country very shortly.
