Christians. 

v. Eaton, who spoke on the sub­
ject, "After Zion: What?" said that 
understanding Christi8Jls were with 
the ;few in the battle he is fighting 
at the present moment, and well ap­
preciated that Jews were going 
through the greatest hell in their 
history. 

he speaker ref erred to the pre-
valence of insidious prejudice 
against the Jew in this country. 

"I want you to know," he said, 
"that we are with you because to be 
with you is to be with Man. Fun­
damentally it is all a problem~ of 
prd'ver human relationship. 

After giving his opinion about the 
vital necessity for a spiritual urge 
in Zionist ideology, Rev. Eaton said 
that when the war was over all re­
se tment would have to disappear in 
order to make a new world for 
humanity. 

"Your pioneers in the Zionist idea," 
added Rev. Eaton, "were men of God 
and every Jew must realise that he 
has not so much the right to Pale tine 
because he is a Jew, but because he 
is one of the sons of the sons of 

od."
