Dr. Filrlcrman w a received b the Rou­
manian Minister of Labour, M. Ralea, to 
whom he pointed out that lhe recent 
labour regulations had placed the Jews in 
the same category as foreigners. He urged 
that these regulations were contrary to the 
provisions of the Roumanian Constitution. 

Jn pre-\Yar Rounrnnin, he saicl, th Jews, 
although they were not 11ournanian 
citizens, enjoyed th sam ' rights as Hou­
manians both in industr,v, eomm rce and 
handicrafts.
